As you may know, previous studies have already shown benefic effects of music, including positive influence on behavioral, cellular and molecular alterations in different animals. Moreover, the effects of music on the central nervous system may also be realized on both learning and memory processes. Previous studies displayed the beneficial impact of classical music in the initial stages of memory. However, it is not clear if different styles of music, such as heavy metal style, have positive impact.
As main findings, we reported that that both Mozart Sonata K-448 and heavy metal music revealed beneficial effects on the short-term memory in rats. This study contributes to the current research literature, demonstrating that both Mozart and heavy metal music interfere with the explicit memory in new object recognition.
